PRESIDENT

In the middle of a gigantic move, life can
become rather hectic! The City of Placentia’s
Redevelopment Project required that headquarters
be moved to another location and we are grateful to
say that despite the move, we were able to manage
the tremendous responsibility that it takes to
remain organized and productive. As of 2003, we
began leasing a new facility in Buena Park and
for the next year and a half we kept operations, such as rent and general
overhead, going at two locations. Despite the great strain on our finances and
staff, Global Operations and Development / Giving Children Hope
(GO&D/GCH) has been able to provide weekly food distribution to over 200
families in front of our Placentia facility and to distribute 408 shipments and 35
containers to countries all over the world.

In 2004, container shipments of basic necessities were distributed in Iraq,
Afghanistan, Tajikistan, Bosnia, much of the former Soviet Union, Africa and
South America. In addition, GO&D/GCH has officially become the CAP
organization for Orange County with Gifts in Kind International. This means that
we are able to receive surplus in the local area from stores such as Ross, Office
Depot, and Bed, Bath and Beyond.

GO&D/GCH also expanded on the local front with job training and placements
for the homeless and rehab home participants. In partnership with Home Free
Ministries, GO&D/GCH trained and provided job opportunities for over 50 men
and women.
